A variety of international organizations have worked closely with CDD-Ghana, including private, public and non-governmental organizations (Private institutions, such as the Ford Foundation and the Friedrich Naumann Foundation, and government agencies, including the Danish, Canadian and U.S. International Development Agencies, the German Technical Cooperation (GTZ), the World Bank, and the Economic Commission for Africa).

Many non-governmental organizations, including the Overseas Development Institute, the International Center for Transitional Justice, the Institute for Democracy in South Africa, the Africa Center for Strategic Studies and the London based Center for Democracy and Development have also collaborated with the CDD on numerous occasions.

From 1998-2002, the Center served as the local contact for the Secretariat of Transparency International (Berlin) and coordinated activities leading to the formation of the Ghana Integrity Initiative, the national chapter of Transparency International. 

In addition, the CDD coordinates a network of peace-building and conflict NGOs in Ghana.
