EADI is the leading professional network for development and regional studies in Europe. Our membership includes a wide range of development research and training organisations, think tanks, national bodies and researchers throughout Europe. 

EADI pursues the following objectives: 

· to promote quality in research and education in development studies, 

· to promote contacts among affiliated members, inter alias, by disseminating information on research in progress or on studies and experiments in training and on new training schemes. 

· to establish or facilitate exchanges, working relations and useful cooperation between the affiliates on the one hand and the regional associations, institutions of research and/or training and individual researchers in African, Asian and Latin American countries on the other. 

· to cooperate with governments, development agencies, and international organisations, in development training and research activities. 

· to communicate and disseminate research and training results on development to government and private development agencies, international organisations, as well as to policy-makers and the mass media. 

EADI receives core funding from the German Federal Ministry for Economic Co-operation and Development (BMZ) and the Land North Rhine-Westphalia / Federal City of Bonn.

EADI has around 140 institutional members in 29 European countries which are active in development research and training.

Expertise, track record and interest

Our membership includes numerous research institutes being active in various areas of development studies. While some of our members have programmes and projects touching issues of interest for EU-Africa relations, others have a clear and unique focus on EU-Africa relations. Amongst them the Centre of African Studies, Edinburgh (UK), Centre d'Etude d'Afrique Noire, Pessac (France), Centro de Estudos sobre Africa e do Desenvolvimento, Lisbon (Portugal) and the Nordic Africa Institute, Uppsala (Sweden). 

A new consortium project “European Development Cooperation to 2020” will be launched in June 2008 tackling three major emerging challenges for Europe’s cooperation with developing countries such as new actors in international cooperation, climate change and energy security. It is a joint research project of EADI and five of its members: Overseas Development Institute (London, UK), Institute of Development Studies (Brighton, UK), Deutsches Institut für Entwicklungspolitik (Bonn, Germany), Society for International Development (The Hague, Netherlands) and Fundación para las Relaciones Internacionales y el Diálogo Exterior (Madrid, Spain).

Potential for networking

EADI as a European association offers a wide range of networking opportunities: Working groups, annual directors’ meetings, the tri-annual General Conference, summer schools etc. In addition, EADI is a member of ICCDA, the Inter-regional Coordinating Committee of Development Associations, since 1976 the informal umbrella institution made up of the six sister associations APISA , AICARDES , CLACSO , CODESRIA , EADI and OSSREA. CODESRIA and OSSREA represent African research institutes. ICCDA’s headquarters are presently based in Senegal. 

Specific products, outputs/outcomes

Many of EADI’s members offer well structured websites with up-to-date publications and information about their activities. EADI seeks to monitor the websites and provide information on current activities 
and publications through www.eadi.org and its new online tool, EADI portal. The portal offers a variety of information on research papers and programmes, opinion peaces and policy briefs by members. In addition, the database can be searched by topics, regions and type of information. 

Through a regular e-newsletter EADI highlights some of the current publications and activities of its members and other networks.
