	Key Objectives of the network 
	EuroMeSCo aims to create lasting cooperative relationships with similar non-governmental and independent organisations and to nurture dialogue between Europe, the Maghreb and the Mashriq, on both a North-South and South-South basis, in order to enhance the forum for debate on matters of mutual concern to member countries of the Euro-Mediterranean Partnership (EMP) and the European Neighbourhood Policy (ENP). Furthermore, the network seeks to define a common vocabulary for policy and security issues in the region and thus contribute to the policy-making process, whilst also providing a mechanism by which the views of civil society within the Mediterranean can be relayed to decision-makers.

In pursuit of these objectives, the network undertakes regular meetings with the Senior Officials of the EMP and maintains close contacts with the European Commission and the Council of Ministers of the EU.

	Governance and Management Structure 
	Under the statutes of the EuroMeSCo network, as laid down in its articles of association in Belgium, the regular activities of the network are monitored by the Steering Committee, working under the authority of the General Assembly.
The Steering Committee is elected every two years by the network members during the EuroMeSCo General Assembly. The General Assembly also sets the network strategy and approves its accounts on an annual basis. Its meetings usually coincide with the EuroMeSCo Annual Conference.
The Steering Committee currently comprises representatives of nine member-institutes, including the Secretariat, IEEI.  The other members are CERSS (Rabat), CIDOB  (Barcelona), ELIAMEP (Athens), INSS (Tel Aviv), LCPS (Beirut), PASSIA (Jerusalem), SWP (Berlin) and Teleki László Institute (Budapest).
The Secretariat is appointed by the Steering Committee for a two-year period and handles the day-to-day management of the network. It is responsible to the European Commission for financial control of the network's activities and must make sure that the network is kept fully informed of what is going on. It manages the network's website.
The Steering Committee organises a series of regular formal and informal meetings with the Senior Officials of the EMP. It is also responsible for ensuring liaison with the Council of Ministers and for responding to requests for comment on policy matters, from either the Council or the EMP, through the "rapid response facility".
The Steering Group takes overall responsibility for the management function of the project, ensuring that services comply with contractual obligations. It selects main research themes, as well as specific topics and project teams, in accordance with the proposed patterns, while making sure north-south interaction and interdisciplinary expertise are maximised. 
The Steering Group meets twice a year under the chairmanship of the Leader and the vice-chairmanship of Deputy-Leader/Assistant. In order to enable the Steering Group to ensure the coherence and smooth operation of the various project functions and activities, it is kept regularly informed by the project leadership of potential risks, obstacles or constraints as these arise.

	EuroMeSCo functions both as an official confidence-building measure within the EMP and as a source of analytical expertise in the policy and security fields with which it is concerned. 

The network's activities are policy and security-oriented, both because it can best contribute towards the goals of the EMP in these areas and because they correspond to the primary interests of its members. However, EuroMeSCo's themes for research and debate must also reflect its duty to reinforce confidence amongst its members and within the EMP. It therefore seeks to establish consensus over its research agenda and the fullest possible participation of member-institutes in the research and discussion process

EuroMeSCo engages in formal research, in publishing information connected to its research and to the EMP and in an information programme which involves responding to requests from the Partnership or the Council of Ministers for comment on aspects of Mediterranean policy and security. Its major cooperative activity – and one that involves the member-institutes most directly – is the research programme.



	3. Capacity for policy research and analysis
	EuroMeSCo’s research capacity can be measured by the large number of activities it has organised since its inception and the large number of publications it has produced. To date, it has published a total of 66 research papers and in 2008 alone organises a total of 18 workshops, seminars and conferences pertaining to political and security matters in the Euro-Med area. In view of its very broad membership base, EuroMeSCo is well placed to draw from a very broad pool of researchers and experts and thus match research demands with the relevant expertise.

	4. Specific products, outputs/
outcomes 
	The network through its secretariat in Lisbon, runs a website www.euromesco.net, which is designed to provide information on EuroMeSCo activities, to act as a contact point for member-institutes and to be a resource for those interested in Mediterranean affairs and the EMP. The website provides details of the network, its publications, meetings and research programme, together with a discussion forum and a survey section. 
EuroMeSCo produces four main types of publications: the EuroMeSCo Reports, the EuroMeSCo Papers , the EuroMeSCo Briefs and a regular Newsletter. The EuroMeSCo Reports, the EuroMeSCo Papers and the EuroMeSCo Briefs are the visible outcome of the network's current and past research programme whereas the Joint Reports are a summary of the findings and recommendations of past research groups. The EuroMeSCo Papers are texts that are produced within the framework of the current and past research programme and selected for separate publication. In the past, EuroMeSCo has also published a periodical Newsletter - EuroMeSCo News - which is now superseded by a monthly electronic newsletter, the EuroMeSCo e-news.

	5. Legitimacy and indicators of impact 
	EuroMeSCo is an official confidence-building measure of the Barcelona Process and thus has the mandate to feed the political process with policy-relevant recommendations and findings of the research it generates. It reports directly to the European Commission and the Senior Officials of the Barcelona Process. Its importance is not only reflected by the large number of member institutes, many of which are among the most important think tanks in Europe and the southern Mediterranean, but also by the fact that its publications are at the forefront of the analysis of Euro-Med relations and widely quoted in academic studies and policy conclusions.
