	Governance and Management Structure
	IDS was founded as an independent research institute based at the University of Sussex. IDS has close links with the University, but is financially and constitutionally independent.

The Board of Trustees consists of up to 20 members (of whom 17 are non-IDS) including the Vice Chancellor of the University of Sussex who currently acts as Chair. The Trustees are responsible for setting policy, monitoring performance and promoting the interests of the Institute. Trustees are nominated by a subcommittee which consults widely and aims to appoint according to a range of characteristics (age, gender, region, occupation, etc.).
The Finance Committee is a subcommittee of the Board of Trustees to which it reports.
