	The Institute for Strategic and International Studies was established as a non-profit, independent organisation devoted to research and fostering debate on international affairs, defence and security issues. The IEEI aims at promoting the study of strategic problems and all issues of international relations - politics, military, economic, social, cultural and information – particularly if connected to world peace, social development and human rights.

In pursuing these objectives, the IEEI develops all activities considered adequate by its bodies, namely:

	in policy-areas of EU-Africa relations or others relevant *
	IEEI has worked since its formation on Africa political & economic development as well as on regional integration, with a special focus on Lusophone countries, having edited a number of publications in Portuguese and English. It has developed, since 2000, a partnership with ECDPM and the Portuguese Institute for Development Aid focused on EU-Africa relations, particularly on the impacts of the Cotonou Agreement and on the security and governance dimensions. Recently, the issue of Fragile States has been addressed.
IEEI’s Africa Programme has developed other projects approaching EU-Africa relationships and, more specifically, relations between Portugal and African Portuguese Speaking Countries, the latter of which has focused on foreign investment, diplomacy and aid from different foreign actors in Angola and Mozambique.

The Institute, in collaboration with ECDPM, organised in Lisbon in 2007 two international seminars on “EU-Africa Strategic Agenda”, to debate the launching of an EU-Africa Network.

	IEEI is an independent and non-profit organization. Research is conducted in an independent way, without interference of governmental institutions, though contacts are maintained with these institutions and, sometimes, research is policy oriented and targeted to inform them.

	IEEI develops its research under a project-oriented structure. Projects are submitted to national governmental entities (eg. Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Ministry of Defence), to multilateral institutions (eg. European Commission), Foundations and other sponsors. Major funding comes from multilateral bodies.

	IEEI is widely recognized by peer institutes in Portugal, as well as by Universities and academic institutions and by local authorities and civil society organizations.
Recently, the institute has been included as the only Portuguese institution in a ranking of world think-tanks published by the Foreign Policy Research Institute
