Library: the holdings of the Library are project-oriented, with special focus on international security, armament and disarmament (50 000 volumes). Some of the material in the holdings is unique and cannot be found at any other library in Sweden.
Publications: SIPRI's publications, press releases, brochures, fact sheets and other information material are distributed to a wide audience. The Institute has forged its profile by concentrating on present-day realities, providing unbiased facts to states and individuals. SIPRI’s main publication, the SIPRI Yearbook serves as a single authoritative and independent source to which politicians, diplomats and journalists can turn for an account of what has happened during the past year in armaments and arms control, armed conflicts and conflict resolution, security arrangements and disarmament.

	SIPRI cooperates closely with several intergovernmental organisations notably the United Nations and the European Union, and regularly receives parliamentary, scientific and government delegations as well as visiting researchers. Frequent contacts are maintained with diplomatic missions in Stockholm and with Swedish research centres.

	6. Funding 
	The Institute is financed mainly by annual grants from the Swedish Government. For the fiscal year 2006, SIPRI received a grant of 26.5 million Swedish crowns. SIPRI also seeks financial support from independent foundations throughout the world. Currently, some of the research projects are supported by the John D. and Catherine T. MacArthur Foundation, the Irish Department of Justice, Equality and Law Reform, the Geneva Centre for Democratic Control of Armed forces (DCAF), UNDP, the United States Institute for Peace, the Korea Foundation, the Swedish International Development Cooperation Agency, the Swiss Federal Institute of Technology, the Nobel Foundation, the European Commission and the Swedish Ministry for Foreign Affairs. The projects financed by the grants are of one to three years' duration.
